	Folk Tales From Chile - Brenda Hughes

An illustrated collection of fifteen traditional Chilean tales that "represent a fusion of the Old World culture of the Spanish soldier and priest and the native Indian culture of ancient Chile".

	Love in the Time of Cholera  - Gabriel Marquez

Fermina Daza, is the strong axis around which the story revolves. Fermina easily rejects Florentino Ariza in their youth when she realizes the naïveté of their first romance, and she weds Juvenal Urbino at the age of 21. Urbino is a medical doctor who is committed to the eradication of cholera and to the promotion of public works.

	The Joy Luck Club - Amy Tan 
It focuses on four Chinese American immigrant families in San Francisco, California who start a club known as "the Joy Luck Club," playing the Chinese game of mahjong for money while feasting on a variety of foods. The book is structured somewhat like a mahjong game, with four parts divided into four sections to create sixteen chapters. The three mothers and four daughters (one mother, Suyuan Woo, dies before the novel opens) share stories about their lives in the form of vignettes. Each part is preceded by a parable relating to the game.

	Like Water for Chocolate - Laura Esquivel 

The novel follows the story of a young girl named Tita who longs to marry her lover, Pedro, but can never have him because of her mother's upholding of the family tradition of the youngest daughter not marrying but taking care of her mother until the day she dies. Tita is only able to express herself when she cooks.

	One Hundred Years of Solitude - Gabriel Marquez

The novel narrates the multi-generational story of the Buendía Family in the town of Macondo. The founding patriarch of Macondo, José Arcadio Buendía, and Úrsula, his wife (and first cousin), leave Riohacha, Columbia to find a better life and a new home. The non-linear story is narrated via different time periods.

	The Bondwoman's Narrative - Hannah Crafts

Chronicles the life of its author, a young house slave named Hannah Crafts, who discovers that her new mistress is descended from slaves but is passing for White. Hannah decides to flee to the North where she and her mistress can be free. The bulk of the novel traces the hardships which Hannah experiences in her flight through the South and highlights the overwhelming physical and emotional anguish that typified life among slaves in the antebellum American South. The introduction by Henry L. Gates Jr. provides detailed documentation of Hannah Crafts slave status.

The Fire Next Time is Baldwin’s plea in two masterful essays to “end the racial nightmare.”  It contains autobiographical elements as Baldwin explores the limitations of his own life as a Black man and of those around him.  If Beal Street Could Talk is one of Baldwin’s most popular works today.  The story centers around a young couple in New York City excited to begin life together.  The couple faces overwhelming obstacles from family and the criminal justice system when Fonny a talented artist is locked up for a crime he didn’t commit.
