Advanced STD Intervention (ASTDI)
Background:  Four-day course addressing advanced STD intervention skills required of the Disease Intervention Specialist (DIS).  Emphasis is on advanced case management/case analysis (including VCA) and syphilis interviewing techniques.
Objective:  The course is designed to provide DIS necessary advanced skills in STD case management/case analysis and interviewing.  These skills are required to perform comprehensive STD intervention activities and to address syphilis elimination objectives. 
Methods:  The course consists of lectures, discussions, case studies, role plays, and exercises, with some after-class reading assignments.
Eligibility:  DIS with more than six months of experience.

Prerequisites: Course participants must have successfully completed the Introduction to STD Intervention (ISTDI) course.

Equipment and Materials Requirements to Sponsor Course Locally:

· Poster chart, stand, and markers
· Projector screen or appropriate wall space

Training Room Requirements:
A.
The training room will be well suited for open and explicit discussion and free from noise or other distractions.  The same training room must be available for the entire course.

B. 
For optimum training the room will accommodate:

1. Ample seating for identified number of participants in "U" seating arrangement, with sufficient writing surfaces and no visual obstructions to the front of the room (minimum of 480 square feet);

2. Room for observers in the back, if requested and approved;

3. Adequate width and depth at the front of the room to allow for a materials table to the side or rear, an off-center podium, and required audio-visual equipment to remain in place constantly without crowding or injury to the trainer(s) or participants;

4. Extra chairs and floor space for role-play triads and for trainer(s) to move around them without obstruction;

5. Adequate flat wall space to hang newsprint (with masking tape).  Newsprint must be allowed to be temporarily affixed to the walls;

6.
An exit for participants toward the back of the room, away from front training activity.
Minimum/Maximum Number of Participants: The course is designed for 12 to 16 participants. Enrollment will be limited to 16, unless approved in advance by THCB.  The course may be cancelled if fewer than eight participants are enrolled.  Local Asponsoring@ agency may enroll no more than eight participants.  The remaining slots will be opened to surrounding areas.
