New Business:

Supplemental Material – Rule 64B8-30.014, FAC – Citation Authority 

Ephraim Livingston, Prosecution Services Unit (PSU), addressed the Council regarding the requirement for prescribing Physician Assistants (PAs) to complete 10 hours CME in the specialty area of their supervising physician.  He asked whether a new provision could be added to this rule to address PA’s who violate this CME requirement.
After discussion, the Council found that PSU could charge PAs under the general CME violation in this rule.  
Ms. Gerbert asked Mr. Tellechea if end-of-life and palliative health care CME could be stricken from the rule since it is no longer required.  
A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to strike end-of-life and palliative health care CME from the rule.
Mr. Livingston then asked the Council for clarification regarding the timing issue involving the National Commission on Certification of Physician Assistants (NCCPA) certification and the medical errors course.  He explained that the certification covers a specific period of time and that time is not the same as the biennial renewals and he has found PAs are not in compliance with this requirement.  He said in many cases, the PA took the course during the certification period, but it was out of the time frame of the renewal period.
The Council discussed this issue and decided to hold the PAs accountable for this rule and the statute as it is written.
A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to hold PAs accountable for the CME requirements.  
Action taken: guidance provided to PSU to hold PAs accountable for the CME requirements as provided by statute and rule.
Domestic Violence CME Requirement 

Mr. McPherson explained to the Council the potential issue physician assistants may encounter regarding the domestic violence CME requirement that says physician assistants will take this 2-hour course every third biennium.  
After discussion, the Council determined that the law was clear and the course was to be taken in the third licensure biennium and that education was necessary to explain to PAs when this course is due.  

Ms. Gerbert introduced Ana Viamonte Ros, M.D., MPH, State Surgeon General, who was present in the audience.
